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SET Child Protection Procedures Amendments – January 2008

The following amendments have been agreed by Southend Local Safeguarding Children Board and update the existing Southend, Essex and Thurrock (SET) Child Protection Procedures 2006.
10.17.37. 
Generally, there will need to be a process of information sharing and discussion in order to formulate an appropriate plan and this should include professional consultation in accordance with 4.5.10-13. Where children or young people make allegations of sexual abuse, including rape, a multi-agency process for actively reviewing those allegations should be triggered by referral to Children’s Social Care and a strategy discussion held. This includes situations in which an allegation is made and subsequently withdrawn. 
8.2.26 Timing of review conference. The first review conference should be scheduled to take place within one month of the child’s birth or within three months of the date of the pre-birth Initial Child Protection Conference, whichever is the sooner.
9.4.43 of SET Procedures (visits to children subject to CP Plan) to read:” Southend - the key worker is expected to see the child at least monthly (unless otherwise agreed as part of the child protection plan and authorised by the service manager)”.
